Responsibilities 

include facilitating sessions and microteaching during the Graduate Academy for College Teaching (the 

semi-annual TA orientation), observing the teaching of TAs and providing feedback to them, assisting 

TAs in collecting and reviewing student feedback, presenting teaching workshops, facilitating reading 

groups, and other duties as assigned. 

The ideal candidate will be mid-career as a graduate student:  already experienced as a TA here at 

Illinois, but not going on the job market quite yet.

The cover letter should address your experience as a TA, your 

understanding of pedagogy, your familiarity with CITL, and your interest in the position. If you have a 

teaching philosophy statement, send that along as well. I hope to interview outstanding candidates 

soon, and to have the new Affiliate begin work late this summer. If you can’t begin work until August, 

still apply, because I am willing to push back the start date for the right candidate. Full consideration will 

be given to applications submitted by the end of June.
